Funding of Grant Applications      

Structure, Requirements, Procedure, Selection and Recommendation

Leinster Development Advisory Team

A Leinster Development Advisor aided by an expert panel will support infrastructure planning for counties and clubs in Leinster. 

Primary Requirements for Grant Application to Leinster Council (From 2011 onwards)

1. For a grant application to be considered, Leinster Council must be informed by, or on behalf of, the applicant unit, prior to any planning or development work being carried out, of any development project for which grant assistance may be sought. 

2. For a grant application to be considered, initial notice of the proposed development must be communicated to Leinster Council by May 1st of the year preceding the planned commencement of the proposed development. (i.e. apply by May 1st 2011 for planned commencement in 2012) 

Procedure for Assessing Applications

1. The Leinster Development Advisory Team will assess each project on the basis of Value for Money in the context of the development needs of the Club, County and Province.

2. The Leinster Development Advisory Team will assist the applicant unit to identify the optimum level of development possible within the finances realistically available to the applicant unit excluding any GAA grant.

3. The Leinster Development Advisory Team will identify to the applicant unit which element(s) of their proposed project will be considered for grant aid.

4. All projects will be assessed on a case-by-case basis.

5. No decision made on an individual grant application may be taken as precedence for any other grant application.

6. Grant amounts, where awarded, will be based on the Leinster Advisory Team’s recommendations and on available funds.

Selection and Recommendation

Based on their assessments the Leinster Development Advisory Team will present a list of development projects recommended for grant aid to the Leinster Management Committee.
